Religion
Torah reading for 5 June is Shelakh Lekha

The Torah reading (Parashah) for the Shabbat service on 5 June
2010 (23 Sivan 5770) is Shelakh Lekha, Numbers 13:1 -15:41 and the
Haftarah is Joshua 2:1 - 24. On Shabbat we read Numbers 13:16 - 14:4.

Parashah summary:

Moses sends 12 spies, one from each tribe, to scout the land of
Canaan. After 40 days
the spies return,
bringing their report of
the good land and
samples of its produce.
However, 10 of the
spies, all but Joshua
and Caleb, insist that
the Canaanites are too
powerful for the
Israelites to conquer.

The people panic
and want to return to
Egypt. Caleb and
Joshua argue that with
God on their side the
Israelites need not
fear. Joshua and Caletvith Canaanitegrapes

Godbés patience runs out , decl ari
Israelites and start over. But Moses argues that the Egyptians and
Canaanites would say that God is powerless to bring the people into the
land. God relents, but declares that the generation of the Exodus will die
in the wilderness; their children will possess the land.

When the Israelites learn their fate, they decide to fight for the land.
Despite Mosesd warning that God W
they suffer a crushing defeat by the Amalekites and the Canaanites.

God gives Moses more instructions about how sacrifices are to be
offered once the people have settled in the land. God also explains how
amends are to be made for accidental or unwitting sins committed by the
entire community or by individuals.

A man who is found gathering wood on Shabbat is brought before
Moses and Aaron. God tells Moses that he is to be executed.

Comparing Old and New Testaments, part 2

We are happy to have Rabbi Tirzah Ben-David to lead our Adult Study
Group this Sunday, 6 June. Tirzah wrote last month:

fiWe will look at how the Gospel writers turned Hebrew scripture into a
foretelling of the birth and Messiahship of Jesus. Everyone should bring
their regular Bible, plus a New Testament in English if they have one. I'l
supply the necessary Gospel texts, plus a bit of general background. 0o

In the first of these two sessions on the Old and New Testament,
Tirzah gave the historical background for the origins of Christianity.
After the return from the Babylonian exile
in 450 BCE the line of David was not re-
established. When Judea became a
Roman province in 65 BCE, messianic
expectations were directed towards this
line in the hope that the Romans would
be thrown out. The Hebrew word
mashiach me an's 60t he i ¢a
Jewish kings were anointed with oil T and
as Roman rule became more and more
oppressive, there were many false
Messiahs about. When John the Baptist
and Jesus appeared on the scene, they
were in no way unusual. At that time,
Sadducees represented the aristocracy
and the temple priesthood while the
Pharisees were more flexible in their
interpretation of the law. The latter were
the forerunners of the rabbis and were :
concerned with teaching the people. Josephus

Josephus and Mark, Chapter 1. At our next session, we will compare this
with John Chapter 1.
